Part 1 – General

1.02 System Description

To provide resilient support and maximize sound control, a resilient wall strip shall be installed at the base of resiliently supported gypsum board or at any other sound isolation joint for a sound control partition.  Joint shall be sealed with resilient, non-hardening acoustical caulk a minimum ¼-inch deep after the resilient wall strip is installed.

1.03 Quality Assurance

The resilient wall strip material shall be supplied by a manufacturer having a minimum of five years experience in furnishing similar sound control products and systems.

Part 2 – Product

2.01 Materials

Resilient wall strip shall be supplied by Kinetics Noise Control, (800-959-1229), and shall be Model RWS.  Material shall be a ¼-inch thick and either 5/8-inch or 1-1/4-inch wide closed cell neoprene/EPDM/SBR blend designed to carry compression loads of 9- to 13-psi with a maximum 25% deflection.  The material shall pass UL-94 flammability test.  The material shall include a rubber based adhesive with a peel off film for ease of installation.  The material shall be designated SC-43 per ASTM D-1056.
